Memorandum of Understanding

Between the

St. Louis and Suburban Radio Club (SLSRC)

and

St. Louis County Missouri ARES organization

Purpose

The purpose of this document is to state the terms of a mutual agreement, a Memorandum

of Understanding (MOU), between the St. Louis and Suburban Radio Club and St. Louis County Amateur Radio Emergency Service organization. This document will serve as a framework within which St. Louis County ARES members will use the St. Louis and Suburban Radio Club operated WØSRC 146.850 Mhz. repeater station in support of the St. Louis County ARES Emergency Communications function.

Background

ARES

As established under Federal Communications Commission’s Rules and Regulations (47

C.F.R. Part 97), a primary responsibility of the Amateur Radio Service is the rendering of

public service communications for the general public, particularly in times of emergency

when normal communications are not available. Using the Amateur Radio Service

frequencies, Amateur Radio operators have been serving the general public, both directly

and through governmental and relief agencies, for more than 50 years. To this end, the

American Radio Relay League (ARRL), the national association for radio amateurs,

organized the Amateur Radio Emergency Service (ARES).

Organization of St. Louis and Suburban Radio Club (SLSRC):

SLSRC exists as an association of persons commonly interested in the Amateur Radio Service. SLSRC is both an ARRL Affiliated club and an ARRL Special Services Club. It is the purpose of SLSRC to further the exchange of information and co-operation between club members, to promote radio knowledge, fraternalism and individual operating proficiency, and to conduct club programs and activities for the advancement of the general interest and welfare of Amateur Radio in the community, and for the advancement of the “SLSRC” repeater station for the benefit of all. SLSRC operates a repeater system on the 2-meter amateur radio band with excellent coverage within the St. Louis County area. This repeater system currently operates under the FCC callsign of WØSRC on a coordinated frequency pair of 146.250 MHz (repeater receive) / 146.850 MHz (repeater transmit) with a PL tone of 141.3 Hz.

Method of Cooperation

For the communications resources of the SLSRC and St. Louis County ARES to be coordinated and used to the fullest advantage during disasters and emergencies, and to the extent permitted or required by law and regulation, SLSRC and St. Louis County ARES have agreed to the following:

SLSRC will allow its repeater station WØSRC to be used by the St. Louis County ARES group for emergency communications use. The SLSRC agrees to allow the St. Louis County ARES group to assume operational control of the SLSRC repeater station WØSRC during times requiring disaster communications as described above. Operational control is defined as using the repeater station to communicate by running a directed net with a Net Control Operator and the ability to place the repeater into its optional modes.

St. Louis County ARES agrees to provide a list of its trained Net Control Operators to the SLSRC.

The SLSRC and the St. Louis County ARES group agree to make this agreement available to their membership so all Amateur Radio Operators in each organization understand the MOU between the two groups. This availability can take the form of publication on the Internet, or any other method deemed appropriate by each organization. The intent of this MOU is not to serve as a legally binding document. Rather, it should serve as a set of guidelines for good Amateur Radio practice and sufficiently serve the needs of both groups to determine how to conduct themselves prior to, during, and after a communications emergency or regional disaster where the SLSRC repeater station has been utilized.

This MOU shall take effect upon the signatures by the President of the St. Louis Suburban Radio Club and the Emergency Coordinator of St. Louis County ARES group. Upon the date of signatures, this MOU shall remain in effect and automatically renew annually on that date until terminated by either organization with 30 days prior written notice to the other organization.
